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Postcards 

Postcards are an incredible (and simple) way to reach out to your children. You can send, “We 
missed you” cards, or “Just a note to say, “You’re special”, and birthday cards are always 

wonderful.  
 

(NOTE to Children’s Ministers: Make postcards available to your teachers. Then create a place 
on Sundays and Wednesday where teachers can turn in postcards and the church can pay the 

postage.) 
 

Samples of what you might put on cards:
